Meeting of the National Assembly Standing Committee:

A meeting of the National Assembly Standing Committee on Youth Affairs was held on 8th March, 2010 in the Committee Room of the National Assembly Secretariat under the chairmanship of Mr. Sher Muhammad Baloch, MNA.
Agenda of the meeting was to discuss issues of Foreign Assistance for Youth Affairs. 
Secretary Youth Affairs briefed the forum that 67% population of the country is below 30 years of age. He said that future of this youth could be uncertain if proper resource are not provided.. We need to empower our youth specially women below poverty line. He stressed the need that we should involve private sector to empower our youth. 

The committee was informed that Minister has already signed MOU with British council and an LOU with UNFPA to coordinate on common youth related interventions. Ministry is involved in negotiations with ILO to take up youth related activities including track study of National Internship Program and motivation of youth to self employment through entrepreneurship. 

Committee ensured that a short term support/proposal will be presented to Prime Minster regarding up gradation of capacity building and financial support to Ministry of Youth Affairs. 

Minister for Youth Affairs Mr. Shahid Hussain Bhutto ensured the committee that Ministry is in  contact with many donor organizations.. 

Committee proposed to provide relaxation in age for young women of rural areas.  

Committee also appreciated Youth Exchange Program of the Ministry which has expanded with some more countries which include UK, Turkey, Tunis and Ireland.
